Prayer Points

Genesis 1:1-25      God Creates All Things

Who God Is!  

God is the Almighty Creator (v.1).  All things come from Him.  God created all things out of nothing to reveal His mighty power.  May we know of His “might” today, that we would live in His power and not our own. 

God saves!  

God created all things good (vv.4,10,12,18,21,25) and worthy of saving.  It is toward this state of perfect creation that His work throughout time is returning.  We know of our sin and how it is not good in His sight.  Today, give us hope through Jesus Christ. 

Our Duty to God!  

We know that the creature always worships the creator.  God is the creator and we (God’s creation) worship Him. We know that God is a spirit (v.2), and that it is our pleasure to worship Him in spirit and truth.  

Genesis 2:1-25      Creation of Man
Who God Is!  

Even man and woman are created by God, and they are made to be with each other (v.18).  As such, we know that God cherishes the marriage relationship; and want the family to be the normal place (v.24) where a relationship with Him is lived out.  

God Saves!  

This passage tells us that man is God’s most important creation……such that He gave man the responsibility to oversee all of creation (v.19).  God tells us that He loves us so much that He works throughout all of history to redeem us from sin’s guilt. 

Our Duty to God!  

God the Creator, made us in His own image (Gen 1:27).  We know that we should gladly honor Him in all that we do in order that His image might be reflected in us.   May we glorify God in all that we do today.

Who God Is!  

God is our hiding place and our shield (v.114).  As such He protects and defends…and He guides by Your eternal word.  May we follow His  commandments, for the commandments are good for us.   

God Saves!  

God gives life and saves us from our troubles (v.107).  May God keep us today from those who may cause us evil (v.115), that we might walk in His ways.
Our Duty to God!  

God’s Word is a lamp to our feet (v.105).  The Bible is our guide to life.  May God help us to keep His righteous rules today, that we might glorify Him.
