Week 19…May 8


Prayer Points

Exodus 33:12-33      Moses in Cleft of Rock
Who God Is!  

God is holy and full of glory.  It is difficult to explain precisely what “full of glory” is.  It has to do with God’s holiness and goodness (v.19); and it is totally different such that man cannot fully understand it.  In this passage Moses is shielded until God’s glory passes.  God is good.
God saves!  

Notice that Moses is not willing to lead the people forward with God’s saving presence (v.15).  It is a saving and protecting presence that insures that God’s people will persevere.
Our Duty to God!  

Like Moses, we are to desire to know God’s goodness, such that we refuse to go forward without the confidence given to us by God’s covenant promise of His presence.  
Exodus 34:1-9      Moses Makes New Tablets
Who God Is!  

Verses 6-7 tells us who God is:  “…a God merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and abounding in steadfast love and faithfulness…”  Where would we be if God was not a gracious God?  Our lives, every day, depend on His grace.
God Saves!  

God’s grace saves us too.  Moses asks for God’s presence to be “in the midst of us” (v.9).  Without God “in the midst of us” we would perish.  Remember Jesus is Emmanuel which means “God with us.”  Jesus saves us.
Our Duty to God!  

Like Moses, our first response is to bow our head in humble devotion and worship God.  He deserves our worship every day.  
Luke 8:40-56      Jairus’ Daughter
Who God Is!  

Jesus is the second person of the trinity.  Remember: God is Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  Jesus continues to do miracles such as these as a sign of His divinity (being God).  No one but God can heal like this.  No one but God has power like this.
God Saves!  

Jesus has victory over death, we know that by His own resurrection.  Our sin makes us dead, but the work of God, through the work (and resurrection) of Jesus saves us from sin and gives us eternal life.  Jesus saves!
Our Duty to God!  

Even though the girl’s parents were “amazed” in this story, and so too would we be; it seems that this story is calling us to whole-hearted belief.  This story of the miracles can easily be left behind in our minds because they happened so long ago.  Yet, we are still called to belief today.  We are to have faith (given by God) and that faith allows us to trust in God for all things.
