Prayer Points
Genesis 3:1-13      The Fall of Man
Who God Is!   God is above all that He creates, including the serpent (v.1).  He is all-wise.  He knows all-things; both things good and things evil (v.5)…..yet He is only good.  May we thank Him for His goodness to us today. 

God saves!   God, pursues those He loves (v.9).  Because of His grace, God’s intention is to intervene and fight the enemy on our behalf.  If He did not come to our aid and help us, we would perish.   Please continue to protect us from the enemy today.  

Our Duty to God!  God does require obedience from us (v.3).  We know that we have a responsibility to do what He directs.  May we please Him today with our obedience.   
Genesis 3:14-24      The Serpent
Who God Is!   As we read of God’s dealings with Satan’s rebellion and man’s sin, we learn that God is a God of justice.  God does not treat us to extent that our sin deserves, but He is gracious to us (v.21).  May we know His loving grace.
God Saves!  Jesus is the one who finally wins the victory over Satan (v.15).  We know that God’s sovereign plan is to save those who are His own.  May God help us to continue to join Him in the fight against Satan, and to stand firm always.  

Our Duty to God!  May we fight a good fight and whole-heartedly follow our leader Jesus, as He leads us.  
Matthew 4:1-11      Temptation of Jesus
Who God Is!   It is easy to see in this passage that God is Lord of all things (vv. 3, 6, 8) and that the devil has no authority over Him.  May we know how God takes us under His kind rule, help us to submit to the sovereign God today.   

God Saves!  God is mighty to save.  He protects through any temptation….no matter whether it attacks our basic needs (v.4), our safety (v.7), or our status (v.10).  May God protect us today; may we live boldly on His promises.

Our Duty to God!  May we do as Jesus did.  May we live on every word that comes out of God’s mouth.  May God help us to keep from wrongly putting Him to the test.  And may God help us to worship and serve Him alone.
