Prayer Points

Numbers 22:1-6; 23:13-30      Balaam’s Second Oracle
Who God Is!  

“God is not a man, that he should lie, or a son of man, that he should change his mind.  Has he said, and will he not do it?  Or has he spoken, and will he not fulfill it?”  (23:19) God is sovereign over all, He does not lie, nor does He change His mind.  He speaks and then it happens.
God saves!  

Even to the pagan king Balak, God is the One who saves (22:6).  God’s saving work was not intended for Balak’s people (Moabites); it was for His own people.  The story of the return of God’s people to the Promise Land will not be thwarted by any earthly king.
Our Duty to God!  

Ponder the rich truth of 23:19.  The sound character of God invites us to trust in Him alone every day.  We are to trust in days of plenty and in days of trial.  Even though we tend to change, God never changes.  
Deuteronomy 6:1-25      The Greatest Commandment
Who God Is!  

“The LORD our God, the LORD is one.” (v.4)  God is unique, diverse and complex, yet there is only one God.  He is first one unit…unity; then we think of God as Father, Son and Holy Spirit…a tri-unity.  God is very diverse, but there is but one God.  
God Saves!  

This passage talks a lot about who God is; and cannot avoid what He does.  What He does is who He is.  He saves (v.20-23).  
Our Duty to God!  

We celebrate both who God is and what He does.  We do that by keeping His commandments (v.6); and are encouraged that God writes them on our hearts (v.6).  
Luke 19:1-10      Zacchaeus
Who God Is!  

God is a friend to sinners (v.7).  This fact was astonishing to the self-righteous majority.  Jesus came and did something very radical, He associated with sinners.  Sinner, like us, that He came to save.
God Saves!  

“Today salvation has come to this house, since he also is a son of Abraham.  For the Son of Man came to seek and to save the lost.” (vv.9-10)  The purpose of God (in Jesus) is to seek and save the lost.  
Our Duty to God!  

Zacchaeus’ repentance is an example for us.  In the presence of Jesus, he was touched in the core of his being and repented of the very sin that defined him, the tax-collector.  So too, are we to see the sin that defines us, and repent.
