Prayer Points
Genesis 8:20-9:17   Covenant With Noah
Who God Is!  

God loves to show us, and remind us, of His promises.  The rainbow tells us that God promises stability on the earth.  There will be seedtime and harvest, summer and winter, day and night (8:22).  Thank God for the rainbow, and His constant care.  
God saves!  

God’s covenant promises to us ensure us that He will be faithful in keeping His relationship with us (covenant).  God knows the future and His plan to save His covenant people through Jesus.  God provides for our salvation.
How to think and act!  

May we be faithful as we are reminded of God’s faithfulness.  May we look at the rainbow and be assured, during troubling times, that God is faithful.  May we live as faithful servants today.  
Genesis 11:1-9    Tower of Babel
Who God Is!  

We see that people continue to put themselves above God (11:4), yet God kept His promise and did not destroy them.  In God’s plan He divided them and spread them out over the face of the earth (11:9).  God is almighty, may we always put Him above all things.  
God Saves!  
God has mercy on the people of the earth.  We learn how the languages of the earth began (11:7) and how God placed His people over all of the earth.  God is the god of all types of people; indeed He loves the world.  We thank Him that He loves us.

How to think and act!  

This lesson is an easy one to learn.  May we know God as the One who is above all things and certainly deserving of being lifted up in praise.  May we worship God instead of ourselves.

Psalm 1:1-6     Way of the Righteous
Who God Is!  

God is righteous and stands opposed to wickedness.  God insures the way of the righteous and makes the way of the wicked a way that will perish (1:6).  

God Saves!  

Like a tree planted by streams of water will the way of the righteous prosper (1:3).  God is the One who yields the fruit in our lives.  May we depend upon Him alone.  
How to think and act!  

We are reminded of what to do and what not to do.  We are to delight in God’s law (1:2) and stop walking the counsel of the wicked (1:1).  May we always love God and His ways.
